It is a special 

way pick up terrific irises at great 

prices and have fun doing it.  

   Vince Lewonski and Gary Slagle 

make a good team.  Vince always 

does an outstanding job as auctioneer 

for the TB Auction making it both 

entertaining and  informative.   

This year, Gary is ordering the 

irises from Mid-America Garden.  

Paul Black and Tom Johnson are 

always very generous, sending irises 

valued at 3 to 4 times the payment 

submitted.  And they send large, ma-

ture rhizomes.  Many are Mid-
America Garden introductions.  You 

wonôt be disappointed. 

Steps in preparing rhizomes for the Sale 

Below are pointers for 
preparing your rhizomes 
for the Sale: 

1.  Normally dig and 
divide the clump within 
the week of the Sale for 
a fresh look.  Choose 
only named iris varie-
ties.  They should be 
healthy showing no 
signs of disease or iris borer.  It is im-
portant that the rhizomes be large 
enough to have the potential of bloom-
ing next year. 

2.  Clip leaves to about 10-inch long 
and into a fan shape (inverted V). 

3.  On the middle leaves print the re-
quired information with a black perma-
nent marker (Sharpie) as shown in the 
illustration.  (The information to be 
marked on the leaves is described in 
the next article.)  Don't print wider than 
a single leaf or across the leaves.  
Avoid printing on the outside leaf since 
it is the first to turn brown.   

4.  After marking, 
wash all residual dirt 
from the rhizomes, 
roots and leaves.  
Swashing up and 
down in a 5-gal  
bucket of water is 
recommended. 

5.  Some people 
then like to soak the 

rhizomes for 10 to 15 minutes in a Clo-
rox solution of 1/2-cup Clorox to 1-gal 
water.  If  you do this, wear rubber 
gloves to protect your skin . After-
wards, it is important to rinse the irises 
well in clear water. 

6.  Let the rhizomes dry completely 
outside in the shade.  Laying out the 
fans on the grass and turning once 
works well.   

7.  Store with the fans spread out in a 
cool, dry place.  If the rhizomes are 
placed in a bag or box, the fan should 
be place down and the rhizome up (up 
side down).   

Marking  rhizomes 
To help both the buyers and the Sale 

workers, please mark the leaves of the 
irises as follows: 

Á For all irises, write the name and 

color. Only named varieties please.  
Descriptive and exciting colors sell bet-
ter; e.g., ñelectric purpleò.  This is espe-
cially true for the harder-to-sell purples, 
lavenders and violets. 

Á For other than tall bearded, write 

the type: MDB, SDB, IB,  BB, MTB, etc. 

Á Indicate spaceage (SA), rebloom-

ing (RE) or broken color (BC) irises. 

Á For irises introduced in 2003 or 

newer, write the year. 

Á For all $4 irises (newer tall 

bearded, spaceagers, rebloomers, bro-
ken color) mark with a large asterisk (*) 

Delivering your  

rhizomes and pots 
When you deliver the rhizomes or 

the beardless irises in pots to the 
Sale, please take the time to properly 
place them on the correct table. The 
tables are  marked for color and type.  
You know best where they belong.  
Double check that they are marked 
properly. 

 There will be a separate table for 
the newer tall bearded irises.   In pre-
vious years, our workers found the 
newer ones on other tables. This led 
to much confusion because of the 
price difference.

If you can volunteer, please contact Gary at garys-
lagle@comcast.net or (856) 423-4477 so that we know 

how many to expect.  Gary's address is 59 S. Market 

St., Gibbstown, NJ 08027.  Gibbstown is a short drive 

from the Commodore Barry Bridge (U.S. 322) across 

the Delaware River.  From U.S. 322,  take U.S. 130 N 

to NJ 44 to Gibbstown.   Turn right on Market St. 

Gary has a large and beautiful garden.  This year he 

will divide 150 varieties, mostly, but not all, tall 

bearded irises.  Gary generously will  donate some of 

each variety to the DVIS Sale.  However, it is more 

work than one person can do within the week of the 

Sale.  We need many volunteers. 

 Actually, Gary and a few friends will do most of the 

digging and dividing the clumps.  However, a lot of 

help is needed to  cut leaves, mark the leaves, clean, 

wash, set out to dry, pack, clean up the debris, etc. 

Instructive Points 
Á Occasionally a small rhizome will be left attached 

to a larger one because we do not want to sell rhi-

zomes that do not have a good chance of blooming 

next year.  Therefore, please leave the small rhi-

zome attached.  Furthermore, the marking scheme 

given on page 2 should be used.  Note that excit-

ing color descriptions sell better. 

Á Bring gloves and sun protection  (even though 

Gary has nice shade trees for most work).  Also 

bring something to eat.  We will provide the 

drinks. 

 

On Dig Day, you may buy the newly dug rhizomes for 

$2 each as a thank you for helping.   Most are newer 

irises.  Wonôt you volunteer?
