Digital Photo Tips  

LCD or Viewfinder?  
With arms outstretched, a photogra-

pher stares at the 

LCD on the back 
of his/her digital 

camera.  It is al-
most comical.  It 

is also a very awk-

ward and un-
steady position.  

Fortunately, the shutter speed is 
usually fast enough to be forgiving.  

However, there are instances when 

shutter-speed blur is possible: 

Á Low light of a cloudy day  

Á Telephoto focal-length use 

Á Small aperture for increased 

depth of field in close-ups 

Under these conditions, try using 

your viewfinder (if your camera has 
one) for less shake.  Keep your arms 

close to the body and the camera 
lightly pressed to your forehead.  If 

the shutter speed is really slow, a 

tripod is needed, but this can gener-
ally be avoided for garden photogra-

phy. 

You will find the viewfinder in your 

digital camera a delight to use.  For 
most digital cameras, the scene is 

well lit and very bright compared to 
your old film camera.  Because you 

eye is so close, the scene seems 

nearly as large as what you see on 
the LCD.  And all the useful informa-

tion is displayed.
